ITEA Members Pass Bylaws Change

RESTON, Virginia, June 1, 2007 – ITEA's professional and life members have completed a balloting process to change their bylaws expanding their leadership initiatives in the teaching and learning about technological literacy to include technology, innovation, design, and engineering (TIDE) education. ITEA has been using the TIDE acronym for the past few years to properly describe the curriculum area being served by the profession. Ninety four percent of those voting ratified the changes showing that the adjustments reflected the desires of the membership. 
 
Membership categories were adjusted to include advocacy and museum memberships that will be promoted in the coming years. It has been ITEA's plan to provide membership to those individuals not directly in every day teaching, but who have an interest in technological literacy. Other adjustments related to changes in Board position descriptions to simplify the duties were made.
